Children’s Mental Health Specialist, Behavioral Health (Early Childhood)


Under the general direction of the Office of Behavioral Health Division Head and supervision of the Behavioral Health Specialist (MH II) is responsible for coordination and tracking of mental health services for children and adolescents. 



     


Specific Responsibilities Include:
Information, Referral, and Systems Coordination Responsibilities:
· Liaison with Magellan Behavioral Health of Pennsylvania staff for all children’s behavioral health services.

· Keep an updated flowchart of all MBH CM’s agency assignments, 
· Monitor weekly MBH children’s reports. 

· Screen for issues; using these reports for problem solving cases and providing necessary follow up  
· Participate in MBH’s monthly Children’s Regional Meeting.

· Liaison with _____________ County Children and Youth Services and _____________ County Juvenile Court in addressing systems and case specific issues related to the HealthChoices program
· Facilitate the monthly Behavioral Health Case Review 
· Monitor CISC members who are placed out of zone and ensure they have access to recommended BH services.
· Monitor all CISC HC service denials and track members through the complaint and grievance process.
· Participate in weekly review calls with CYS/JPO HC Coordinators and MBH to monitor progress and access.
· Monitor psychiatric evaluations from the Juvenile Detention Center to ensure that members are linked to the recommended BH service.
· Review and update JPO/CYS MH RTF protocol (as necessary).

· Respond to telephone requests by parents and the community at large for information about HealthChoices in relationship to the children’s mental health system, CASSP process, other child serving systems; initiate referrals as appropriate.

· Provide information about HealthChoices and MBH to child serving systems, through formal and informal presentations, regarding mental health system, CASSP process, and intersystems collaboration; identify where barriers to collaboration between systems exist; develop a plan for addressing these barriers to OBH.

· In cooperation with the Base Service Units and MBH, meet with School Districts to provide an overview of the children’s mental health and CASSP process: identify concerns related to education, mental health and managed care collaboration.
· Provide oversight to all MH school based behavioral health programs; attend DCIU/Crozer Monitoring Meeting and New Pathways Quarterly Meeting.
· Attend systems and case specific meetings to address needs of early childhood mental health; maintain information about ECMH system resources such as Early Childhood Mental Health Advisory Board.
Authorization and Tracking Responsibilities

· Review requests for County funded and MA FFS authorizations for FBMH & Mental Health Respite; authorize or deny County or MA FFS funds for these requested services.

· Participate as a panel member or provide technical assistance in Complaint and Grievance Hearings for child and adolescent cases and monitor all children’s service denials.


· Participate in MBH’s Quarterly Monitoring meetings with providers who service children and adolescents and act as a representative for _____________ County Children’s Mental Health.

· Maintain a file and spreadsheet of all Medical Assistance Fee for Service MH RTF authorization request packets reviewed and authorized/denied by OBH.

· Maintain a file on all children ages 0-5 and CISC children who have been denied mental health services; track any outstanding trends.
· Review and monitor all referrals for High Fidelity Wraparound.

Program Evaluation Responsibilities

· Assist in the review of policies and procedures related to Children’s mental health, HealthChoices, and other systems that require clarification; maintain summary reports of such material and disseminate information to appropriate parties.

· Be familiar with Appendix T, review DPW regulations in regards to MH RTF, BHRS, FBMH, High Fidelity, OCDEL/EI and other children’s services.

· When necessary, review & update the HealthChoices Interagency & School District Letters of Agreements (including signatures and central filing). 

· Participate in the monitoring of children’s mental health programs under the HealthChoices program; assess policies and procedures as they relate to HealthChoices RFP; identify relevant issues for OBH & MBH to address.
· During business hours perform the duty of Mental Health Delegate and Dispatch Specialist
· DCORT Supervisor Lead

· Participate in _____________ County disaster preparedness drills as a DCORT member or DCORT Supervisor lead

· Provide outreach in the community, at shelters, disaster recovery centers, local events, & local / regional exercises and drills.

· Attend _____________ County’s Strategic National Stockpile Advisory Committee when DCORT Coordinator is unavailable.

· Remain in compliance with trainings related to DCORT.

· Serve as a member of the _____________ County Medical Reserve Corps.

· Participate in the distribution of disaster preparedness materials to _____________ County community members.

· Systems of Care Coordinator Back-up

· Assist with supervision of the SOC Consultant when Coordinator is unavailable
· Attend the County Leadership Team (CLT) meetings
· Assist with providing technical assistance to Youth & Families, Stakeholders, system partners on SOC initiatives and Department of Human Services contracted providers.

· Assist with the development and enrichment of the countywide trainings (Crisis Services, Behavioral Health Orientation, Multisystems, Early Childhood, PEAK, Family Engagement and Youth Mental Health First Aid)

· Participate in SOC kickoff events for 2014-2015.
